Applicable – adjective

1.  capable of or suitable for being applied; appropriate; relevant
When you write the DBQ you need to include all applicable details from the documents and your background knowledge.
The jury reviewed all applicable evidence to understand the case.
I reviewed my math formulas because all of them will be applicable on the final exam.
I’m not sure this textual detail is applicable to the question.  I’ll have to reread.
Make sure you include all applicable details on your job application.
The abbreviation N/A means “not applicable.”
